The combinations of operating
budget funds, state loans and grants
have led to significant improvements
in the sanitary sewer collection
system. In fact, I/l has been reduced
by about 2.1 MGD from 2004 to 2012
and a total of about 3 MGD of plant
and system capacity during the wet
season has been recaptured.

The
estimated value of this recaptured
capacity is approximately $30 million
based on a national average of about
$10 million.
