The project will replace failing septic systems with central sewers to improve wastewater disposal and treatment, reducing the high concentrations of fecal
coliform and human intestinal viruses that are entering the surface water via groundwater flow from failing septic systems. These problems are especially
aggravated following hurricane and tropical storm events, and this project will reduce the likelihood of public exposure to these pathogens following storm
events.
