Offenders often report being stressed about being interviewed for a job and especially have challenges with how to formulate responses
for discussing their incarceration history. Getting a job can make a big difference for an offender, their families, and their community. This
objective will be directly addressed with vocational interview skill training including practice activities designed to improve interviewing
skills and reduce anxiety. Such training will be delivered as part of the offende

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The Virtual Interactive Training Agent (ViTA) is a virtual reality practice system initially designed to build job-interviewing competence and
reduce anxiety in persons with Autism Spectrum and with U.S. Veterans. The system was developed by the University of Southern
California Institute for Creative Technologies (USCICT) with the support of The Dan Marino Foundation, Google Health, and the U.S. Army.
The diversity of training options provides 6 characters, each capable of 3 behavioral disposit
