This project will
not only provide improvements to the quality of lives for the people in the community, but it will also provide a positive benefit to the State of Florida. The
project will divert an estimated 3,224 lbs. of Total Nitrogen and 520 Ibs. of Total Phosphorus per year away from canals which lead to the State protected
Indian River Lagoon.
