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9s For Warriors has partnered with Purdue University and HABRI Foundation (Human Animal Bond Research Initiative) to conduct studies
which scientifically evaluate the therapeutic efficacy of K9s For Warriors’ Service Dogs on the mental health and wellness of military
veterans suffering from PTSD.

For 2019, it cost approximately $24,490.82 for each warrior/Service
Dog team to graduate from our program. Our warriors pay nothing out of pocket when they come through our program.
