Construction of a centralized sewer system includes 70,000 linear feet piping, 80 valves, 450 collection tanks, 2 vacuum/pump
stations. Augments EPA/FDEP/SFWMD water quality rules, cleanup, restoration & water policies. Removal of nutrients limits formation of blue green algal
blooms.
