The project is again requesting additional state assistance to complete the project, as the Town is 
presently adding $90,000 of substrate and has reduced the project by almost $1.1 million to complete the last North/South connection of B 
Road and to provide adequate public safety for citizens and the agriculture/equestrian industry overflowing from Wellington - the neighboring 
Village.
