Funds will be used to support the Prodigy Cultural Arts Program a research-driven prevention and diversion program for at-risk youth ages 5 through 17.
Prodigy uses cultural arts infused with life skills, academic enrichment and family support services to transform young lives. Since its inception in 2000, over
28,500 youth have participated in the program. Prodigy boasts an 89% non-recidivism rate and recent data shows that 98% of Prodigy enrolled students do
not get in trouble with the law.

Prodigy has major partnerships with and support from host community groups throughout west central Florida including the Boys and
Girls Clubs, YMCA of the Suncoast, Florida Institute for Community Studies, Girls, Inc., and the Orlando Neighborhood Improvement
Corporation. Local and state legislators, community members and youth have provided over 500 letters of support for the program. Pasco
and Hillsborough Counties will issue proclamations celebrating the program.

In November 2016, the Governor’s office and the Department of Juvenile Justice announced that juvenile crime was at a 40 year low. DJJ
Secretary Daly attributed this drop in arrests and alternative sentences to “front-end prevention and diversion services and programs” such
as Prodigy. Additionally, the Justice Policy Institute reported in March 2015 that Florida spent $55,407 annually per youth on juvenile
incarceration. Thus, Prodigy represents an annual savings of $53,000 per youth.
